Public offer

Moscow 

1. This Agreement is a public offer pursuant to Article 437(2) of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation and is made between the Limited Liability Company "Bionica Media" (OGRN 1107746041963, INN 7726645530), represented by General Director Olga Olegovna Goryainova, hereinafter referred to as the "Publisher", and the individual, the Author of the Work, interested in entering into this Agreement, who accepts the Publisher's offer upon the terms set out below.  

2. If the author accepts the terms set out in this offer, he/she shall send the publication through the means indicated at https://aig-journal.ru/ and/or in this offer, the Work (article, essay, review, etc. - hereinafter under the Agreement "Work") created by the Author for its possible subsequent publication in any of the mass media issued by the Publishing House, other printed editions, placement on the Internet pages.

3. In accordance with the terms of this Agreement, the Author transfers (alienates) and the Publisher accepts the exclusive right in full to the Work created by the Author and sent to the Publisher. The provision of any licenses to the Author is not provided.

4. The Author guarantees that he/she has created the Work personally, qualitatively and that the copyrights and other rights and freedoms of third parties, including intellectual property rights and personal non-property rights, as well as the current legislation of the Russian Federation, have not been violated in the creation of the Work.

5. The Author guarantees that he/she has all the necessary powers to conclude this Agreement and that the Work, as well as the rights to it, have not been previously transferred to anyone and have not been provided for reproduction and/or other use and will not be transferred in the future. 6. 

6. If there is material by other authors in the Work sent to the Publisher in accordance with this Agreement, the Author undertakes to use such material to the extent justified by the purpose of quotation, and to specify the author of such material and the source of borrowing.

7. The Author shall provide the Work written in accordance with the publication requirements for authors published on the website www.aig-journal.ru, which are an integral part of this Agreement. 

8. The Author guarantees the accuracy of the material provided in the Work and its compliance with the requirements of the current legislation of the Russian Federation, including, but not limited to, the Federal Law "On Advertising", the Federal Law "On Circulation of Medicines", the Federal Law "On Mass Media", other legislation and is responsible for the content of the Work and for violation of this guarantee. For all claims of third parties relating to the violation of the rights and interests of third parties (including intellectual property rights, as well as personal non-property rights) or the applicable law, the Author is responsible for settling all claims, suits and other claims of third parties, including authors and holders of related rights (including directly to the Publisher) in respect of the Work or the materials contained therein, as well as claims injunctions against the Publisher at his own expense. If the Publisher suffers any losses as a result of using the Work given by the Author, the Author undertakes to compensate such losses in full, including the compensation for the sanctions imposed on the Publisher by the competent authorities in the amount of their material equivalent.

9. The present Agreement is considered concluded and the Author's exclusive right to the Work is transferred (alienated) to the Publisher from the moment when the Author sends the Work to the e-mail: aig@oparina4.ru or transfers it by other means specified on the website https://aig-journal.ru/. Sending the Work to the addresses specified in this paragraph / transferring it by other means specified on the website https://aig-journal.ru/ shall constitute the Author's full and unconditional consent to the terms of this Agreement and acceptance of this offer. 

10. The Publisher decides to publish the Work submitted by the Author solely at its discretion (including the publication in any of its published mass media, other publications, or postings on the Internet). 

11. The Publisher has the right not to publish the Work previously published elsewhere / promulgated that does not meet the requirements of this Agreement and the applicable law. 

12. The Publisher at its sole discretion shall publish the Work under the name of the Author or under a pseudonym indicated by the Author, as well as without such an indication. The Works sent shall not be returned.

13. If the Work or the cover letter to the Work does not contain information to the contrary, the Author guarantees that he or she is the sole author of the Work. If the Work is written in co-authorship, the Author indicates them in the Work and guarantees that its co-authors have been notified regarding the terms of this Agreement, have read it, and fully accept it, including the terms on the transfer of exclusive rights, and that the Author has been duly authorized by the co-authors to grant the rights to the Work to the Publisher on the terms specified in this Agreement. All possible disputes arising from the breach of this guarantee shall be resolved by the Author at their own expense.

14. The transfer (alienation) of the exclusive rights to the Work in full shall be made by the Author (co-authors) on a royalty-free basis. 

15. The Publisher may propose to the Author to revise the Work, the rights to which have been transferred under this Agreement. The revision shall be carried out by the Author personally. The rights to revision are also alienated to the Publisher by the Author on a gratuitous basis in full, from the moment of submitting the revised Work in any way, including via email. 

16. The Publisher has the right to make scientific, literary, and proofreading changes to the Work at its discretion without the consent of the Author.

17. The Author undertakes not to publish the Work elsewhere without the Publisher's written consent.

18. Personal Information.

18.1 By entering into this Agreement, the Author hereby grants OOO Bionica Media (OGRN 1107746041963, Tax ID number 7726711455, address: 117485, Moscow, 30/1, Obrucheva St., Building 2, Floor 5, Room XXIV, Part of Room 2, Office 2) his full consent to the processing of personal data in connection with the submission and further use of the Work by the Publishing House. 

18.2 Personal Data of the Author shall mean, including, but not limited to, surname, first name, patronymic (if any), education, profession, place of employment, position, academic rank, academic degree, date of birth, contact phone number, e-mail address, postal address, registration address, as well as any other information provided by the Author both in the Work and in the cover letter to it.

18.3 Processing of personal data means one or a set of actions: collection, creation, recording, systematization, accumulation, clarification, updating, supplementation, modification, use, extraction, copying, provision, distribution, transmission, ensuring access, posting, depersonalization, blocking, destruction, archiving, deletion, storage. 

18.4 Actions stipulated by clause 18.3. will be carried out in various ways, including through nonautomated, exclusive automated, mixed processing and may involve the use of the official website of the Publisher or the relevant publication on the Internet, other information resources, services, including, without limitation, www.elibrary.ru, www.scopus.com.

18.5 The processing of personal data is carried out in order to ensure compliance with the requirements of the legislation of the Russian Federation, registration and regulation of contractual relations, performance of obligations under this Agreement, performance of actions aimed at ensuring the full editorial and publishing cycle when using the Work (including, without limitation, reviewing the Work, preparation and placement of metadata of the Work included in the relevant edition, preparation for placement in the public domain, preparation for publication of the Work on the Internet). 

Personal data will not be used or stored in any other way, and will be destroyed or depersonalized once these purposes have been achieved or there is no need to achieve them.

18.6 The author confirms the accuracy and completeness of personal data and, if any part of the personal data changes, undertakes to notify the Publisher accordingly.

18.7 The consent to the processing of personal data is valid indefinitely from the moment of its submission (including after the expiry of the Agreement), but in any case before its withdrawal; it may be withdrawn by sending a written notice to the address of the Publishing House: RF, 117485, Moscow, 30/1, Obrucheva street, building 2, floor 5, room XXIV, part of room 2, office 2, Bionica Media LLC, with the Author understanding the possible consequences of sending a notice of withdrawal of consent to the processing of personal data.

18.8 The Publisher carries out the processing of the Author's personal data in strict accordance with the principles and rules established by the Federal Law of 27.07.2006 No. 152-FZ "On Personal Data", including the respect of confidentiality and security of personal data during their processing, including the protection requirements established in Article 19 of the above law.

19. The Author also gives his/her consent to the Publisher to receive from the Publisher the notifications and other informational materials on the Author's personal means of communication. 

20. If one of the Parties fails to perform or improperly performs any of the obligations under this Agreement, it is liable for this as provided by the current legislation of the Russian Federation. Imposition of penalties is a right, not an obligation of the Parties.

21. All disputes and disagreements which may arise between the Parties on the issues that are not settled in the text of this Agreement, shall be resolved through negotiations on the basis of the current legislation of the Russian Federation. In the event that the publisher fails to resolve any dispute in the negotiations process, the disputes shall be resolved in court at the Publisher’s location. 

22. The parties will not be liable for full or partial non-performance of their obligations, if the non-performance is a consequence of such circumstances as flood, earthquakes and other natural disasters, embargo, war or military actions, etc. The parties have agreed to consider as circumstances exempting from liability also the issuance of an act of a state or municipal body of the Russian Federation, making it impossible to perform the Agreement, or significantly complicated, the improper performance of obligations by the counterparties of the Publisher, not associated with improper actions or inactions of the latter, fires, unplanned disconnections of water, heat, electricity, etc.  

23. This Agreement shall be deemed to have been concluded from the moment the Author submits the Work to the Publisher and shall remain in force until the Parties have fully performed their obligations.

24. The Author confirms that all the terms of this Agreement are clear to him/her. The Author's submitting the Work to the Publisher shall be deemed to be a confirmation of his/her having read and understood, and his/her having unconditionally and fully accepted all terms and conditions of this Agreement, as well as confirmation of his/her consent to the processing of his/her personal data in accordance with Paragraph 18 hereof.

25. The Publisher is not responsible for the Author's failure to read this offer, as well as for the failure (untimely execution) by the Author of the obligations under this offer.

26. In all other matters not covered by this Agreement, the Parties shall be governed by the current legislation of the Russian Federation.

27. Notices, approvals, and other communications regarding the execution of this Agreement sent by e-mail shall be considered as official notices, which confirm the will of the Parties to execute this Agreement and have legal effect.

28. The text of this offer can be unilaterally changed by the Publisher at any time, with the version posted on https://aig-journal.ru/ being the current version. The terms of the Agreement shall remain unchanged for the Author who has accepted the offer until it is amended by the Publisher.
